New York, January 24, 2017: Mrs. Nita Ambani, Founder and Chairperson,
Reliance Foundation, was honoured by the prestigious Metropolitan Museum
of Art (The Met) in New York. This special honour recognises Mrs. Ambani’s
expansive philanthropic work in the areas of Education, Sports, Healthcare,
Rural Transformation, Urban Renewal, Disaster Response, Women
Empowerment and Promotion of the Arts. She is the first South Asian to receive
this distinguished accolade.

The Met is recognised as one of the most iconic museums in the world. It
currently lives in three celebrated sites of the city — The Met Fifth Avenue, The
Met Breuer, and The Met Cloisters - housing over 5,000 years of art from around
the world.

The Met was most impressed by the diversity and scale of the work carried out
by Reliance Foundation, led by Mrs. Ambani.
